ENTRIES: Entries may be submitted here: http://www.equine-events.net/online-entry-form/ ::
Please do not email entries. Releases and coggins may be emailed to amy@equine-events.net.
Entries received after Wednesday June 2" will be charged a $30 late fee per horse/rider
combination. No numbers will be issued without an open check.

FEES & REFUNDS: Class fees: $20 per class Derby fee: $50 Stall: $75 Shavings: $10/bag (3
minimum) No outside shavings allowed. A $30.00 office/EMT/awards fee will be charged for
every horse & rider combination. Non-members of DHJSC will be charged a $30 fee.
Memberships may be done online at www.dallashunterjumperscholarship.org. A $50.00 fee will
be charged for all returned checks. A $15 service fee may be charged to open checks not closed
out by show’s conclusion.

COGGINS: Negative Coggins test (EIA) within one year is required by state law. No entry will be
accepted without a current Coggins emailed to amy@equine-events.net or presented to the
show office upon arrival.

SCRATCHES: Once the show has started, proper notification of scratches must be made in the
office BEFORE the start of the class or classes being scratched or else class fees may be charged
CROSS ENTRIES: A horse/rider combination may cross enter only into divisions with fence
heights of a 6” or less difference.

STABLING: Stabling available by request, please include number of stalls and shavings (including
tack stalls) with your entries. Stalls will be available noon Friday through Sunday.

SCHOOLING: Friday: 1:00 —7:00PM, Indoor closes at 5:30. Sat. & Sun.: times stated on schedule.
DOGS: ALL dogs must be always attached by a leash to a person’s hand.

ATTIRE: Properly fastened SEI APPROVED HELMETS MUST BE WORN BY ALL RIDERS WHILE
MOUNTED. Proper show attire required — no chaps. Polo shirts may be worn in jumper classes.
AWARDS: All classes receive a prize and 6 ribbons. A Champion ribbon and prize and Reserve
Champion ribbon will be awarded for each division. Derby awards 3 sets of ribbons 1-12t place.
CHANGES: Management reserves the right to change, cancel, move, or combine classes, alter
courses, and do all things necessary to compensate for excessive or inadequate entries.
Divisions with less than 3 entries may be canceled.

RESPONSIBILITY: Submission of entry to this show constitutes an agreement to the following:
Exhibitor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Valhalla Stables, show officials and
management against any claim, demands, costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney
fees for the defense thereof, arising from the conduct or management of Exhibitor’s business or
its use of the premises or from any breach on the part of Exhibitors of any conditions of this
Agreement, or contractors, agents, employees, guests, or invitees in or about the premises.
